The first bird I have  
chosen for this new part 
of the newsletter is the  
Kereru or Wood Pigeon. 
They live in native  
forests and bush, and eat  
berries and leaves. The kereru is protected and it is 
illegal for people to kill or eat them. 
 
In Samoa a relative of this bird is the Lupe or 
Pacific Pigeon. It also lives in Native forests and 
bush, but also feeds off Coconut trees and low 
lying bush. The 
Lupe is protected 
as well. These are  
2 beautiful birds 
that need to be  
preserved!  
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·  This programme is done at home with the 
help of a Home Tutor. 

·  It takes 15 to 30 mins a day – 5 days a 
week, during  school term
